Directions for Using the DECA in Evaluation (Levels of Change Based on the Tests)
The DECA scoring protocol takes raw scores and converts them into T scores, which have a mean of 50 and a standard deviation of 10.  Using T scores permits the comparison of the levels of children’s ratings.  DECA states “T scores can be classified as Below Average (30-40), Average (41-59), or Above Average (60-70)” (pg.22).  These scores may mean different things depending on the measures: on the four different protective factors, Below Average scores are problematic and on the Behavioral Concerns Scale, Above Average scores are problematic.    This information can be used in program evaluation.  These categories are meaningful to intervention strategies and when a cohort of children moves from one category to another, this should be reported.  This would be reported in the following manner:

Most measures have ways to determine if the amount of change that the measure indicates in truly meaningful to child and did not happen because of chance or measuring errors.  When examining an individual client’s change, the evaluator wants to know if the two scores were significantly different from each other.  DECA permits this evaluation and there are a couple of ways to use this data.  DECA has three tables that are used to determine the significance of change.  The three tables relate to the pretest/posttest comparison of the Parent and Teacher evaluation of the protective factors and the behavioral concerns scales.  One evaluation process would be to take the means of all of the children’s Pretest T scores in each of the Protective Factors sub-scores and the overall Protective Factors and the Behavioral Concerns scale and  determine if the mean changes reach the threshold of significant change.  The other piece of information that could be gained is determining the number of children and the ratio of children involved in the services whose levels of change meet the significance threshold.
