Welcome:   Dawn Thomas, SFP SIG Administrator
Dawn welcomed everyone, introduced Tracy Johnson, from the CAPT, Tracee Garrett from Global Insight (SPF-SIG Trainers) and Holly Raffle from Ohio University and our Ohio SPF-SIG Evaluation Team (OSET).  She then asked each person on the Advisory Committee to introduce themselves as well as the guests from ODADAS.
Discussion:
After the introductions were completed, Ruth Satterfield, SPF SIG Project Director, gave a quick overview of what the SPF-SIG Project is doing and informed the members of the recently received $600,000 SPF-SPE one year grant and how it will help on the state side to build an infrastructure and strategic plan across the entire State.

Minutes for the March 31, 2011, and July 7, 2011, SPF SIG Advisory Council Conference Calls Meetings were approved.
Tracy Johnson commented on the CAPT’s assistance to the states through providing training, technical assistance and other resources for the SPF-SIG Project.  He also talked briefly about how the CAPT worked with Ohio to provide resources for the SAPST Training that was held in May.
Tracee Garrett, provided a SPF-SIG Training Update for the Advisory Committee Members.  She said that Global has a total of eight trainers for four different regions.  There are three individuals (a Lead Trainer and 2 Co-trainers) per SPF-SIG Sub-Recipient Community.  The trainers from Global work very closely with the Regional Coordinators, and OSET to provide training and technical assistance for all Sub-Recipient communities.  The Global Insight Trainers assisted ODADAS SPF-SIG Project Team in implementing the week long SAPST training in early May.  Tracee commented about how the communities got a really great understanding of the SPF process in this training as well as a foundation for prevention.  Tracee also discussed that Global will be offering training in person and via webinar to all SPF-SIG Sub-Recipient Communities.  Global has been working on a Training Calendar and will continue to update it regularly as needed.  Training will be offered to all SPF-SIG Sub-Recipients and non-Sub-Recipients when applicable.
Dawn discussed how Tracy Johnson and CAPT has really helped to provide solid technical assistance for Ohio’s SPF-SIG Project.  She said the ability to have a team to work with our state on a one-to-one basis has been very beneficial.  Dawn told the Committee Members that without the assistance of the CAPT, it would have been nearly impossible to implement the SAPST training with all of Ohio’s SPF-SIG Sub-Recipients.
Dawn held a discussion with the Advisory Committee Members about the need to implement another SAPST training of trainers.  She also discussed some of Ohio’s workforce development challenges and of the issues is that Ohio used to have lots and lots of great training, but with funding restrictions this training has dwindled and so has our number of trained prevention professionals.   With Tracy Johnson’s help through CAPT he will be able to bring experts in the AOD prevention field to assist us.  In addition, we know that Ohio must increase the number of SAPST Trainers in our State.  Currently we only have 4 SAPST Trainers and we want to build or infrastructure with the assistance of CAPT so once the SPF project is over we can sustain our prevention workforce infrastructure.  The Committee agreed this was a good idea and re-iterated the importance of having consistent prevention messages across the State.
Holly Raffle, Ohio University, talked about the SPF-SIG Evaluation Activities and presented on the status of the SPF-SIG Sub-Recipient communities as well as information on the site visits conducted by the OSET Team.
Katie Steedly, OSET Team, presented on the Prevention Data Committee and provided a handout as a guidance document for communities to utilize when setting up their Prevention Data Committee.   
Nicole Yandell, OSET Team gave a report on the SPF SIG Advisory Committee Survey and the importance of the focus groups in collecting data and how really powerful the focus groups can be.  She also advised the Committee that they would be receiving the survey later that afternoon and encouraged the members to complete the survey and discussed how this is an important step towards evaluation of Ohio’s SPF project.
Closing:
Ruth emphasized to the Advisory Committee Members how important it is for the members to attend the committee meetings rather than sending a representative in their place in order to have an understanding of what your role is and also to maintain the continuity of the SPF SIG Project.
Positive comments were given by the Committee Members including:  This re-enforces my belief as to what prevention is all about.
