In 2010, counties with the
highest MAT doses per 100 people
were Meigs (253.8), Gallia (225.9)
and Scioto (208.7). Counties with the
lowest MAT doses per 100 people were
Mercer (6.4), Holmes (7.8) and Allen
(8.8). All buprenorphine solutions are 
excluded from the analyses. Additionally, 
Butrans is excluded because it is primarily 
used for pain management and not MAT.
