Research has
shown that behaviors associated
with substance abuse, including
intravenous drug use and
increased risky sexual contact,
are among the most significant
factors in the spread of HIV
infection. In 2011, the highest
HIV/AIDS rates were in Franklin
(321.3), Cuyahoga (297.6) and
Hamilton (289.4) counties.
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
