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          than the first day of the month when your article is due but not later than the 15th of the
   month it is due to be spotlighted.

       Example:  If your article is due to be in the Spotlight in February 2014 you should have your article to Lisa between February 1st and the 15th so she has time to have it ready and upload by the end of the month.  The earlier we get it to her the sooner she will be able to post to the web page.

Finally, just in case you have not received an email from SAMHSA with the Annual Report web link this is the message I received:
